The NGA Center State Alliance for eHealth hosted a live webcast meeting to address common challenges and potential solutions surrounding health IT in the states. The meeting highlighted discussions on E-Prescribing for controlled substances, licensure and the intersection of health reform and health IT. It also included an update from federal officials at the Office of the National Coordinator for Health Information. 

Financing and sustainability are one of the key challenges in developing a statewide health information exchange. Workable business models for HIE have been elusive in the past and states are struggling to figure out how to assure the future of health information exchange in the midst of an unprecedented state budget crisis. HMA's M. Reneé Bostick discussed some of the challenges states are facing surrounding sustainability and methods states and HIEs can use to develop support for their financial needs.
