MAHU E-Board Meeting Minutes

State E-Board Meeting

IMR Update – In the 11th hour the legislation crashed and burned.  Senate Majority Leader Bishop decided to take no action.  He even pulled Jason Allen from the committee.  In the end there was no true compromise to move forward on.  It may be a top agenda item when they reconvene on Jan. 14th.  We held true to our position and points from the beginning and for that we gained much respect.  

Other Leg – There is no other formal legislation on a state level.  We continue to be involved on a Federal basis.  Backus or Kennedy bills may get traction.  Janet was asked to participate with Kennedy’s office but it under a “gag order.”  NAHU has not issued any formal positions yet.  Gary and Mike plan to get in front of new state legislators to introduce MAHU.

Job Target Proposal – Pat has been approached by Job Target and has been asked to review a proposal that would generate revenue for us.  Job Target allows members to put their resumes on our website and companies could do a confidential search for candidates as well.  We are concerned about conflict since we already offer that service and charge for it.  Three people paid for a posting.  Pat will send the proposal and give it’s location on the NAHU site.  We plan to discuss this at a Full Board meeting and invite Job Target to schedule a webinar for us to see the demo and ask questions.  

Recap of Full Board Meetings – Minutes to follow

Treasurers Report – Financials were distributed and will be forwarded to entire Board for review.  This will include Balance Sheet and P&L ending Dec. 31, 2008 as well as P&L for year and P&L detail.

Cap Con Attendance and Funding – Tiffany, Mike, and Cathy will most likely be funded by MDAHU.  Budget is $4,500.  If Nicole goes then no additional funds will be available for other Board Members.  Pat will check with Nicole.  Pat and Dave will be funded by MAHU. 

Michigan Chamber Renewal – We have a bill for $325 that is in our budget.  We originally joined the Michigan Chamber because Mike Burdo was on the HR Committee.  Mike Embry still serves on that committee but feels we haven’t gained any additional contacts or political capital from being a part of this.  Pat voted against joining initially because of the Michigan Chambers political force.  Gary’s suggestion is not to join.  Cathy recommended sending a letter with our reason.  Pat wanted to defer payment until the next full board meeting because it’s in the budget.  Mike will lead this discussion at the next full board meeting.  

Other Items- Dave sent out additional Landmark criteria award information and it looks like we can do it.  Dave spoke about whether or not we should submit the award this year at threshold.  Marcy stated she could add points based on what was already out on the website.  Marcy thought it would be a good exercise to run through in preparation for next year.  Pat asked if making application would gain us feedback of where we were lacking.  When Awards Ceremony is over, the National Awards Committee is generally willing to discuss.  If we move forward, it needs to be at NAHU by April 5th.  Dave wants to start soon.  Eboard confirmed that we should move forward.  

Marcy sent email that details her follow-up with vendors.  Warner Pacific is not supporting MAHU but will support Capitol Day and local events.  Cofinity has laid off approximately 60 people, so due to cutbacks; their budget did not support funding this effort at this time.  Pat will ask for a commitment of each board member to visit one potential sponsor.  

Gary Reed advised us that he spoke to Mark Cook at BCBSM and asked about sitting down together to rewrite the legislation.  Mark took it upon advisement but insinuated that BCBSM was not likely to take the legislation up again.

Next full board meeting will be held on February 3rd at CKR beginning at 10a.m.
