Election – Kennedy Meetings – NAHU Response – Changes in our business are eminent due to Democratic President and filibuster proof Congress.  Kennedy has been meeting with AFL- CIO, AARP, AHIP, etc to craft Obama’s plan for healthcare reform.  NAHU’s response was the email from Janet. We will be requesting a copy of the budget to help understand the overall position on NAHU. 

Treasurers Report – There are no outstanding invoices for CE day expenses.  We are trying to get money from 3 people.  Eboard requested 12- month rolling financials vs. YTD.  

Budget – Convention, Region 3 meeting and Cap Con figures changed to Cap Con $4,000, National  $6,000, and Regional  $1,500.

Chapter Mergers – Linda requested email with recent problems.  Pat submitted but has not had a response.  

Legislative– 

· BCBSM Legislation Update – Met with Rep. Courriveau who asked Pat to send him a letter regarding other options to a high-risk pool.  Pat will send the letter reiterating points of alternate funding mechanisms.  BCBSM and Cfair, along with opponents are lobbying hard on both sides.  Gary Reed indicated that Mike Bishop has a heated debate in his caucus and it’s split down the middle.  Gary doesn’t thing there is a will to get this done because Mike Bishop is more concerned with a fractured caucus than pleasing BCBSM.
