Meeting was called to order by President Elect Embry at 10:10 a.m., with quorum present
· Presidents Report
· Funding for board members in attendance of Region 3 Meeting in Columbus was discussed.  A motion was made by Steve W., seconded by Nicole R. to allow up to $250 reimbursement for those not reimbursed by local chapter, namely Mike Embry, Sue Bisbee, and Pat Pennefather
· A brief review of Region 3 Meeting was discussed, and meeting was well attended, and helpful to board members present

· Janet Trautwein was announced as new Executive Director for NAHU

· A review of the CKR lobbyist and association management proposal was given.  Much discussion and clarification was given with special emphasis that the addition of assoc mgmt. services would provide an substantial increase in the professional image of MAHU.  Virtually all members of board commented positively on the need for these services, with minimal concern over $1,000 monthly required as a “cost of doing business”.  A motion was brought by Suzy A. and seconded by Cathy F. to approve new agreement from CKR, effective 11/1/05 to maintain $3000 monthly for lobbyist fees, and include $1000 monthly for association management.  It was agreed to distribute motion via email to MAHU board prior to next regular meeting, calculate vote, and finalize vote at next meeting to be held in early December.

Much varied discussion ensued to include the merits of upgrading communications, the difference between electronic distribution versus web posting versus printed distribution.
